The two Listening and Reading Panjabi sample tasks in this booklet have been produced to give you
a better idea of the style of Asset Languages Preliminary Stage External Assessment. These tasks
are based on the sample external assessment materials in English on the website. Asset Languages
live tests will contain tasks of the same format as the tasks provided here.
